Involved in a crash? If the driver is not injured, it’s not

necessary to wait for law enforcement before

moving vehicles.

In fact, Oregon law requires you to move
your vehicle from the highway in a non-
injury crash if your vehicle is operable and
it is safe to move it. Then you can exchange
information with others involved and wit-
nesses. Keep this brochure in your vehicle,
and if you find yourself involved in a crash,
use the cards in this brochure to collect the
important details.

1. Check for injuries.

2. If the driver is uninjured, and
the car is operable, move it out
of the travel lanes and onto the
highway shoulder or parking
area.

3. Report the crash if required.
